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Ancient Egypt began with Egypt as a unified land (Upper and Lower
Egypt), which occurred sometime around 3100 BC. According to Egyptian
tradition, Menes, thought to have unified the Upper and the Lower Egypt,
was the first king. Manetho said the first Pharaoh was Menes, but
archeological findings depicts that the first ruler was the final king of the
Naqada III period. His name was Narmer palette and became first
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Pharaoh after uniting Upper and Lower Egypt. Menes is now thought to
be the second Pharaoh of the First Dynasty.

The Old Kingdom is regarded as the period when Egypt was ruled by
the Third Dynasty to the Sixth Dynasty (2686 BC to 2181 BC). The
capital of Egypt during this period was at Memphis, King Djoser ruled
from 2630 BC to 2611 BC.
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Egypt has the longest history, tracing its heritage back to the 6th-4th
millennia BC. Considered a cradle of civilisation, Ancient Egypt saw
some of the earliest developments of writing, agriculture, Urbanisation,
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organised religion and central government. Iconic Monuments such as
the Giza Necropolis and its Great Sphinx, as well the ruins of Memphis,
Thebes, Karnak, and the Valley of the Kings, reflect this legacy and
remian a significant focus of scientific and popular interest. Egpyt’s long
and rich cultureal heritage is an intergral part of its national identity, which
has endured, and often assimilated, various foreign influences, including —

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Following the 1952 revolution, Egypt expelled British soldiers and bu-
reaucrats and ended British occupation, nationalised the British-held Suez
Canal, exiled King Farouk and his family and declared itself' a Republic.

The city’s metropolitan area is one of the largest in Africa, the largest
in the Middle East and the Arab world, and the 15th-largest in the world,
and is associated with ancient Egypt, as the famous Giza pyramid com-
plex and the ancient city of Memphis are located in its geographical
area. Located near the Nile Delta, modern Cairo was founded in 969 CE
by the Fatimid dynasty, but the land composing the present-day city was
the site of ancient national capitals whose remnants remain visible in
parts of Old Cairo. Cairo has long been a centre of the region’s poligical
and cultural life, and is titled “the city of a thousand minarets™ for its
preponderance of Islamic architecture.

The Egyptian Museum or Museum of Cairo (The Museum of Epyptian
Antiquities) in Cairo, Egypt, is home to an extensive collection of ancient
Egyptain antiquities. It has 120,000 items, with a representative amount
on display, the remainder in storerooms.

The Egyptian Museum of Antiquities contains many important pieces of
ancient Egyptian hostory. It houses the world’s largest collection of Pharaonic
antiquities. The Egyptian Government established the museum built in 1835
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near Ezbekeyah garden and later moved to the Cairo Citadel. In 1855
Archduke Maximilan, of Astria was given all of the artifacts by the Egyptian
government, these are now in the Kunsthistorisches Museum, Viena.

A New museum was established at Boulaq in 1858 in a former
warehouse, following the foundation of the new Antiquities Department
under the direction of Auguste Mariette. The building lay on the bank of
the Nile River, and in 1878 it suffered significant damage in a flood of the
Nile River. In 1891, the collections were moved to a former royal palace,
in the Giza district of Cairo. They remained there until 1902 when they
were moved, for the last time, to the current museum in Tahirir Square.

There is an entire section within the museum which has been dedicated
to the boy king. Tutankhamun, the most famous of all the Egyptian
Pharaohs. Unlike many of the tombs which have been discovered during
the years, that of King Tutankhamun was still reliatively intact when it
was initially discovered in 1922 by Howard Carter.

Tomb of Tutankhamun : At the time excavation work was
completed, more than 3,500 artifacts had been recovered, including the
gold face mask which has since become a global icon of ancient Egyptian
civilization.

The face mask which is believed to be a representation of
Tutankhamun’s face, was crafted from solid gold and weighs in at 11 kg
(24.5 pounds). The mask was found in its original position where it had
been placed over Tutankhamun, concealing the bandages that covered
his head.

Other artifacts recovered from his tomb include a range of Jewllery
vases; pots; a large finely decorated chest, and several weapons and
instruments which historians believe he might have used prior to his death.

The Egyptian Museum houses a truly spectacular jewllary display,
and one which is considered by many to be the world’s finest display,
Coincidentally, the display also often includes two beautiful ivory and
gold bracelets that were recovered from the tomb of Tutankhamun.

Perhaps the most striking thing of all about this display, is the fact that
the items you look at have all been worn by people who lived so many
thousands of years ago.

Sculptures were held in high regard in Ancient Egypt, and there served
several purposes. As a result, sculptures of every shape; form and size
have been recovered from Egypt’s archeological sites. Some have come
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from pyramids,some from the remains of ancient temples and monasteries,
and some have simply been recovered from the desert sands. From tiny
talismans to huge statues, the Egyptian Museum has enough sculptures
to keep you busy all day.

The Royel Mummy Room at the museum never fails to impress
visitors. In 1981, the then President of Egypt ordered to close the Royal
Mummy Room, but it was later reopened again in 1985, but with fewer
mummies on display. The original room had 27 mummies on display,
whereas the room as it stands today only has 11 mummies, including the
most recently discovered mummy, that of Hatshepsut.

There are two main floors in the museum, the ground floor and the
first floor. On the ground floor there is an extensive collection of papyrus
and coins used in the Ancient world. The numerous pieces of papyrus
are generally small fragments, due to their decay over the past two
millennia. Several languages are found on these pieces, including Greek,
Latin, Arabic, and ancient Egyptian. The coins found on this floor are
made of many different metals, including gold, silver, and bronze. The
coins are not only Egyptian, but also Greek, Roman, and Islamic. This
has helped historians research the history of Ancient Egyptain trade.

Also on the the ground floor are artifacts from the New Kingdom, the
time period bewtwen 1550 and 1069 BC. These artifacts are genrally
larger than items created in earlier centuries. Those items include statues,
tables, and coffins (Sarcophagi), it also contains 42 rooms, upon entering
through the security check in the building, one looks toward the atrium
and the rear of the building with many items on view from sarcophagi
and boats to enormous statues.

On the first floor there are artifacts from the final two dynasties of
Egypt, including items from the tombs of :

Also there are many artifacts from the Valley of the Kings, in particular
the material from the intact tombs of Tutankhamun and Psussenes-I Two
special rooms contain a number of mummies of kings and other royal
family members of the New Kingdom.

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Egyptian hieroglyphs were the formal writing system used in Ancient
Egypt. It combined logographic, syllabic and alphabetic elements, with a
total of some 1, 000 distinct characters. Cursive hieroglyphs were used
for religious literature on papyrus and wood. The later hieratic and demotic
Egyptian scripts were derived from hieroglyphic writing; Meroitic was a
late derivation from demotic.

The use of hieroglyphic writing arose from proto-literate symbol
systems in the Early Bronze Age, around the 32nd century BC period of
Nagqada III with the first decipherable sentence written in the Egyptian
language dating to the Second Dynasty. Egyptian hieroglyphs developed
into a mature writing system used for monumental insription in the Classical
language of the Middle Kingdom period; during this period, the system
made use of about 900 distinct signs. The use of this writing system
continued through the New Kingdom and Late Period, and on into the
Persian and Ptolemaic periods. Late survivals of hieroglyphic use are
found well into the Roman period, extendeing into the 4th century AD.

With the final closing of pagan temples in the 5th century, knowledge
of hieroglyphic writing was lost. Although attempts were made, the script
remained undeciphered throughtout the Middle Ages and the early modern
period. The decipherment of hieroglyphic writing would only be
accomplished in the 1820s by Jean-Francois Champollion, with the help
of the Rosetta Stone.
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Mummy word comes from Anglo Norman Mumie, from Middle
French-momie, from Medieval Latin-mumia, from Arabic-mumiya, from
Persian-muya.

Mummy-making practice existed all over the world, ancient Egypt is
best known for preserving body to pass from death to an afterlife,
embalmers painstakingly prepare the body. The Egyptians believed that
five nonphysical aspects coexisted with their body - the major ones were
the ba, the ka, and akh (similar to the idea of sprits and souls). After
death the ba and ka took care of the paerson but only if there was a
mummy. Without a mummy, the person would not travel their long journey
to their after life (akh) to a state of immortality.

Egypt's hot climate caused a rapid decomposition. Immediate attention
was given to the body's organs, which were the first to decay. Embalmers,
who were always men, worked in open-air tents on the west bank of the
Nile River-the side associated with death where the sun died' each day.
The body was intitially purified by washing it in a solution of natron (mineral
salts). A team of embalmers in the 'House of Beauty' each quickly handled
a specific task. First the 'non-essential' brain was broken down, suctioned
out through the left nostril, and discarded. A 'Scribe’ marked an incision
line along the abdomen. The left side of the abdomen was then opened
by the 'slitter' and with his bare hands, the lungs, liver, intestines, and
stomach were removed. These organs were individually mummified and

placed in canopic jars by the 'pickler' The essential heart and kidneys
were left undisturbed.

The next phase of mummification consisted of drying out the body,
removing as much moisture as possible. As much as 500 Ibs, of natron
might be used. Rags and straw were also inserted into the body cavity to
give it a lifelike shape. Complete dehydration would take 40 days. The
final stage was wrapping the body in linen strips - a job that took 15 days.
In the case of Pharaohs, items of jewelry, plaques, and all sorts of amulets
were included within the wrapping. The nummy of Tutankhamun contained

143 such items. In all, the entire process of Mummification took 70 days.
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The Aswan High Dam is 4,000 metres (13,000ft) long. 980m (3,220ft)
wide at the base, 40m (130ft) wide at the crest and 111m (364ft) tall.
Maximum, 11,000 cubic metres per second (390,000 cu ft/s) of water
can pass through the dam.

There are further emergency spilways for an extra 5,000 cubic metres
per second (180,000 cu ft's) and the Toshka Canal links the reservoir to
the Toshka Depression.
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The reservoir, Lake Nasser, is 550 km long and 35 km at its widest,
with a surface area of 5,250 square kilometres (2,030 sq mile). It holds
132 cubic Kilometres of water.

Aswan Dam :- The earliest recorded attempt to build a dam near
Aswan was in the 11th century, when the Arab Polymath and Engineer
Ibn Al-Haytham (known as Alhazen in the West) as summoned to Egypt
by the Fatimid Caliph, Al-Hakim-bi-Amr Allah, to regulate the flooding
of the Nile, a task requiring an early attempt at an Aswan Dam. His field
work convinced him of the impracticality of this scheme.

Aswan Low Dam, (1898-1902) :

The British began construction of the first dam across the Nile in
1898. Construction lasted until 1902, and the dam was opened on 10
December 1902. The project was designed by Sir William Willcocks and
involved several eminent engineers, including Sir Benjamin Baker and
Sir John Airid, whose firm. John Airid & Co. was the main contractor.

Aswan High Dam, (1954-1959) :

In 1912, the Greek-Egyptian Engineer Adrian Daninos began to
develop the plan of the new Aswan Dam. Although the Low Dam was
almost overtopped in 1946 the government of King Farouk showed no
interest in Daninos's plans. Instead the Nile Valley Plan by the British
hydrologist Harold Edwin Hurst to store water in Sudan and Ethiopia,
where evaporation is much lower, was favored.

The Egyptian position changed completely with the overthrow of the
monarchy, led by the Free Officers Movement including Gamal Abdel
Nasser. The Free Officers were convinced that the Nile Water had to be
stored in Egypt for political reasons, and within two months, the plan of
Daninos was accepted. Initially, both the United States and the USSR
were interested in helping the development of the dam, but this movement
happened in the midst of the Cold War, as well as of growing intra-Arab
rivalries.

in 1955, Nasser was trying to portray himself as the leader of Arab
nationalism, in opposition to the traditional monarchies, especially the
Hashemite Kingdom of Iraq following its signing of the 1955 Baghdad
Pact. At that time the U. S. feared that communism would spread to the
Middle East, and it saw Nasser as a natural leader of an anticommunist
procapitalist Arab League. America and Britain offered to help finance
construction of the High Dam, with a loan of $ 270 million, in return for
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Nasser's leadership in resolving the Arab-Israeli conflict. While opposed
to communism, capitalism, and imperialism, Nasser pressented himself
as a tactical neutralist, and sought to work with both the U.S. and the
USSR for Egyptian and Arab benefit. After a particularly criticized raid
by Israel against Egyptian forces in Gaza in 1955, Nasser realized that
he could not legitimately portray himself as the leader of pan-Arab
nationalism if he could not defend his country militarily against Israel. In
addition to his development plans, he looked to quickly modernize his
military, and he turned first to the U.S.

Egyptian President Nasser and Russian leader Nikita Khruscheve
were at the ceremony to divert the Nile during the construction of the
Aswan High Dam on 14 May 1964, there Khrushchev called it "the
eighth wonder of the the world."

The American Secretary of State John Foster Dulles and the American
President Dwight Eisenhower told Nasser that the U.S. would supply
him with weapons only if they were used for defensive purposes and
accompanied by American military personnel for supervision and training.
Nasser did not accept these conditions, but then he looked to the USSR
for support.

Although Dulles believed that Nasser was only bluffing and that the
USSR would not aid Nasser, he was wrong- the USSR promised Nasser
a quantity of arms in exchange for a deferred payment of Egyptian grain
and cotton. On 27 September 1955, Nasser announced an arms deal,
with Czechoslovakia acting as a middleman for the Soviet support. Instead
of attacking Nasser for turning to the Soviets, Dulles sought to improve
relations with him. This explains the later offer of December 1955, in
which the U.S. and Britain pledged $56 and $14 million respectively
towards the construction of the dam.

Though the Czech arms deal actually increased the American
willingness to invest at Aswan, Great Britain cited the deal as a reason
for reversing its promise of funds. What angered Dulles much more was
Nasser's diplomatic recognition of China, which was in direct conflict
with Dulles's policy of containment. There are several other reasons
why the U.S. decided to withdraw its offer of funding dulles believed
that the USSR would not fulfill its commitment to help the Egyptians. He
was also irritated by Nasser's neutrality and attempts to play both sides
of the cold War. At the time, other western allies in the Middle East,
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including Turkey and Iraq, were irritated and jealous the Egypt, a
persistently neutral country. was being offered so much aid.

In June 1956 the Soviets offered Nasser $1. 12 bilion at 2% interest
for the construction of the dam. On 19 July the U. S. State Department
announced that American financial assistance for the High Dam was not
feasible in present circumstances.

On 26 July 1956,with wide Egyptian acclaim, Nasser announced the
nationalization of the Suez Canal as well as fair compensation for the
former owners, Nasser planned on the revenues generated by the canal
helping to fund construction of the high Dam. When the Suez War broke
out, the United Kingdom, France, and Isrqel seized the canal and the
Sinai, but pressure from USSR at the United Nations and elsewhere
forced them to withdraw.

In 1958, the USSR went ahead in providing support for the High Dam
project.

The Soviets also provided technicians and heavy machinery. The
enormous rock and clay dam was designed by the soviet Hydroproject
Institute along with some Egyptain engineers. 25,000 Egyptian engineers
and workers contributed to the Construction of the dams.

On the Egyptian side, the project was led by Osman Ahmed Osman's
Arab Contractors. The relatively young Osman underbid his only
competitor by one-half.

(The temples of the island were neglected and some of them were
destroyed, during the Chirstians by the Roman Emperors. During the
reign of the Emperor Justinian from 527AD to 565 AD the main Temple
was converted to a church.)
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Temple of Philae : Philae Island was rocky Island in the middle of
the River Nile, South of Aswan. It was called in Hieroglyphic "Apo"
which means Ivory. It was also known by the Greek "Elephantine"
most probably because it was an important center of trade, especially
for ivory.
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The Ancient Egyptians built a beautiful and magnificent Temple on
this island for the Goddess Isis, but it became submerged after the first
Aswan Dam was built in 1906, and it was not until the seventies that
many nations attempted to save the Temple. All these countries, together
with UNESCO, selected a suitable place, but they had to wait until the
completion of the High Dam, in 1971, which would stabilize the level of
the water.

The new island was called Egilica (also called Agilika), and it was
completely reshaped to imitate Philae Island as closely as possible.

Firstly, a cofferdam was build around the temple and the water was
drained. Next, the temple was dismantled and transferred, stone by
stone, from the submerged Philae island to the redesigned Egilica Island.
Each and every stone had to be numbered and then replaced, in the
same position, in the new location. It was a massive, and very
complicated, project taking over 9 years to be accomplished. The
Temple of Philae was reopened in 1980.

The Temple of Isis :

The temple of Isis is one of the greatest Temmples in Egypt and it
occupies about a quarter of the island. It is also the temple's main
island with its huge, complete, pylons and beautiful scenes.

The construction began during the reign of King Ptolemy II, and
then other Ptolemaic Kings (Ptolemy's 1V, V, VI, VIII, and XI)
contributed by adding more parts to the main Temple.

The Temple is buit in the same style as the Temples of the New
Kingdom, as well as some other elements, which appeared in the Greco-
roman period, such as the Mamisi (the house of the divine of horus),
and a Nilometer.

The Temple of Isis consists of the 1st Pylon, which is a great
traditional pylon with two towers, and an open forecourt, which leads
to the 2nd pylon.

On the left side of this court is the Mamisi, which has scenes
depicting the birth of the God Horus by his mother Isis.

The 2nd Pylon leads to a Hypostyle Hall with 10 columns, and then
3 vestibules leading to a sanctuary.

The oldest remains of the Temple of Philae date back to the reign of
King Taharqa (25th Dynasty), who built the first chapel for the Goddess
Isis.
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There are other monuments here, as well, including The Kiosk of
Trajan, the Chapel of Osiris. The Temple of Horus. The Temple of
Hathor, The Gateway of Tiberius, the Gateway of Diocletain, and the
Temple of Augustus.

The temples of the island were neglected, and some of them even
destroyed, after the persecution of the Christians by the Roman
Emperors, During the reign of the Emperor Justinian (527 AD- 565

A.D), the main temple was converted to a church.
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The Abu Simbel temples are two massive rock temples at Abu Simbel,
avillage in Nubia, southern Egypt, near the border with Sudan. They are
situated on the western bank of Lake Nassaer, about 230 km southwest
of Aswan (about 300km by road). The complex is part of the UNESCO
World Heritage Site known as the "Nubian Monuments", which run from
Abu Simbel Downriver to Philae (near Aswan). The twin temples were
originally carved out of the mountainside in the 13th century BC, during
the 19th Dynasty reign of the Pharaoh Ramesses II.

They serve as lasting monument to the King and his Queen Nefertari,
and commemorate his victory at the Battle of Kadesh. Their huge external
rock relief figures have become iconic.

The complex was relocated in its entirety in 1968 on an artificial hill
made from a domed structure, high above the Aswan high Dam reservoir.
The relocation of the temples was necessay or they would have been
submerged during the creation of Lake Nasser the massive artifical water
reserveir formed after the building of the Aswan High Dam on the Nile
River.Construction of the temple complex started in approximately 1264
BC and lasted for about 20 years until 1244 BC known as the "Temple of
Ramesses, beloved by Amun" it was one six rock temples erected in
Nubia during the long reign of Ramesses II. Their purpose was to impress
Egypt's southern neighbours and also to reinforce the status of Egyptian
religion in the region.

With the passage of time the temples fell into disuse and eventually
became covered by sand. By the 5th century BC, the sand already covered
the statues of the main temple up to their knees. The temple was forgotten
untill 1813, when Swiss orientalist Jean-Louis Burckhardt found the top
frieze of the main temple. Burckhardt talked about his discovery with
Italian explorer Giovanni Belzoni, who travelled to the site, but was unable
to dig out an entry to the temple. Belzoni returned in 1817, this time
succeeding in his attempt to enter the complex. A detailed early description
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of'the temples together with contemporaneous line drawings (1825-1828)
can be found in Edward William Lane's description of Egypt.

The statue of Ramesses the Great at the Great Temple of Abu Simbel
is reassembled after having been moved in 1967 to save it from flooding.

The salvage of the Abu Simbel temples began in 1964 by a multinational
team of archeologists, engineers and skilled heavy equipment operators
working together under the UNESCO Banner. It cost some USD $40
million at the time. Between 1964 and 1968, the entire site was carefully
cut into large blocks (up to 30 tons, averaging 20 tons) dismantled, lifted
and reassembled in a new location— 65 meters higher and 200 meters
back from the river, in one of the greatest challenges of archaeological
engineering in history. Some structures were even saved from under the
waters of Lake Nasser. Today, a few hundred tourists visit the temples
daily Guarded convoys of buses and cars depart twice a day from Aswan
the nearest city. Many visitors also arrive by plane at an airfield that was
specially constructed for the temple complex.

The complex consists of two temples. The larger one is dedicated to
Ra Horakhty, Ptah and Amun, Egypt's three state deities of the time and
features four large statues of Ramesses Il in the facade The smaller
temple is dedicated to the goddess Hathor, personified by Nefertari,
Ramesses's most beloved of his many wives. The temple is now open to
the public.

Great Temple :

The Great Temple at Abu Simbel, which took about twenty years to
build, was completed around year 24 of the reign of Ramesses the Great
(which corresponds to 1265 BC) it was dedicated to the gods Amun, Ra-
Horakhty, and Ptah, as well as to the deified Ramesses himself it is
generally considered the grandest and most beautiful of the temples
commissioned during the reign of Rameses II, and one of the most
beautiful in Egypt.

Four colossal 20 meter statues of the pharaoh with the double atef
crown of Upper and Lower Egypt decorate the facade of the temple
which is 35 meters wide and is topped by a frieze with 22 baboons,
worshippers of the sun and flank the entrance. The colossal statues were
sculptured directly from the rock in which the temple was located before
it was moved. All statues represent Ramesses Il seated on a throne and
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wearing the double crown of Upper and Lower Egypt. The statue to the
left of the entrance was damaged in an earthquake, leaving only the
lower part of the statue still intact. The head and torso can still be seen at
the statue's feet.

Next to the legs of the colossi, there are other statues no higher than
the knees of the pharaoh. These depict Nefertari, Ramesses's chief wife,
and queen mother Mut-Tuy, his first two sons Amun-her-khepeshef.
Ramesses, and his first six daughters Bintanath, Baketmut, Nefertari,
Meritamen, Nebettawy and Isetnofret.

The entrance itself is crowned by a bas-relief representing two images
of the king worshipping the falcon-headed Ra Horakhti, whose statue
stands in a large niche. This god is holding the hieroglyph user and a
feather in his right hand, with Ma'at (the goddess of truthe and justice) in
his left, this nothing less than a gigantic cryptogram for Ramesses-II's
throne name, User-Maat-Re. The facade is topped by a row of 22
baboons, their arms raised in the air, supposedly worshipping the rising
sun. Another notable feature of the facade is a stele which records the
marriage of Ramesses with a daughter of king Hattusili 111, whic sealed
the peace between Egypt and the Hittites.

The inner part of the temple has the same triangular layout that most
ancient Egyptian temples follow, with rooms decreasing in size from the
entrance to the sanctuary. The temple is complex in strucure and quite
unusual because of its many side chambers. The hypostyle hall
(sometimes also called a pronaos) is 18 meters long and 16.7 meters
wide and is supported by eight huge Osirid pillars depicting the deified
Ramses linked to the god Osiris, the god of the Underworld, to indicate
the everlasting nature of the pharaoh. The colossal statues along the left-
hand wall bear the white crown of Upper Egypt, while those on the
opposite side are wearing the double crown of Upper and Lower
Egypt.The bas-reliefs on the walls of the pronaos depict battle scenes in
the military campaigns the ruler waged. Much of the sculpture is given to
the Battle of Kadesh, on the Orontes river in present-day Syria, in which
the Egyptian king fought against the Hittites. The most famous relief
shows the king on his chariot shooting arrows against his fleeing enemies,
who are being taken prisoner. Other scenes show Egyptian victories in
Libya and Nubia.
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From the hypostyle hall, one enters the second pillared hall, which has
four pillars decorated with beautiful scenes of offerings to the Gods,
There are depictions of Ramesses and Nefertari with the sacred boats
of Amun and Ra-Horakhti. This hall gives access to a transverse vestibule
in the middle of which is the entrance to the sanctuary. Here, on a black
wall, are rock cut sculptures of four seated figuress Ra-Horakhti, the
defied king Ramesses and the gods Amun Ra and Ptah. Ra-Horakhti,
Amun Ra and Ptah were the main divinities in that period and their cult
centers were at Heliopolis. Thebes and Memphis respectively.

Solar aligment :

It is believed that the axis of the temple was positioned by the ancient
Egyptian artchitects in such a way that on October 22 and February 22 the
rays of the sun would penerate the sanctuary and illuminate the sculptures
on the back wall, except for the statue of Ptah, a god connected with the
Underworld, who always remained in the dark. People gathered at Abu
Simbel to witness the remarkable sight on October 22 and February 22.

The Temple of Hathor and Nefertari :

The Temple of Hathor and Nefertari, also known as the Small Temple,
was built about one hundred meters northeast of the temple of Pharaoh
Ramesses II and was dedeicated to the goddess Hathor and Ramesses
II's chief consort, Nefertari. This was in fact the second time in ancient
Egyptian history theat a temple was dedicated to a Queen. The first
time, Ahkenaten dedicated a temple to his great royal wife. Nefertiti The
rocke-cut facade is decorated with two groups of colossi that are separated
by the large gateway. The statues, slightly more than ten meters high,
are of the king and his queen. On either side of the portal are two statues
of the king, wearing the white crown of Upper Egypt (south colossus)
and the double crown (north colossus), these are flanked by statues of
the queen.

Remarkably, this is one of very few instances in Egyptian art where
the statues of the king and his consort have equal size. Traditionally the
statues of the queens stood next to those of the Pharaoh, but were never
toller than his knnes. Ramesses went to Abu Simbel with his wife in the
24th year of his reign. As the Great Temple of the king, there are samll
statues of princes and princesses next to their parents. In this case they
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are positioned symmetrically. On the south side at left as one faces the
gateway are from left to right—prince Meryre, princesses Meritamen
and Henuttawy, and prines Rahirwenemef and Amun-her-Khepeshef,
while on the north side the same figures are in reverse order. The plan of
the Small Temple is a simplified version of theat of the Great Temple.

As the larger temple dedicated to the king, the hypostyle hall or pronaos
is supported by six pillars; in this case, however, they are not Osiris pillars
depicting the king, but are decorated with scenes whith the queen playing
the sistrum, an instrument sacred to the goddess Hathor, Isis, Maat, Mut
of Asher, Satis and Taweret, In one scene Ramesses is presenting flowers
or burning incense. The capitals of the pillars bear the face of the Goddess
Hathor, this type of column is known as Hathoric. The base-reliefs in the
pillared hall illustrate the dificiation of the king. The destruction of his
enemies in the north and south in this scenes the king is accompanied by
his wife, and the queen making offerings to the goddess Hathor and Mut.
The hypostyle hall is fallowed by a vestibule, access to which is given by
three large doors. On the south and the north walls of this chamber there
are two graceful and poetic bas-reliefs of the king and his consort
presenting papyrus plants to Hathor, who is depicted as a cow on a boat
sailing in a thicket of papyri. On the west wall, Ramesses Il and Nefertari
are depicted mamking offerings to god Horus and the divinities of the
Cataracts- Satis, Anubis and Khnum.

The rock cut sanctuary and the two side chambers are connected to
the transverse vestibule and are aligned with the axis of the temple. The
bas-reliefs on the side walls of the small sanctuary represent scenes of
offerings to various gods made either by the pharaoh or the queen. On
the back wall, which lies to the west along the axis of the temple, there is
a niche in which Hathor, as divine cow, seems to be coming out of the
mountain. The goddess is depicted as the Mistress of the temple dedicated
to her and to queen Nefertari, who is intimately linked to the goddess.

Each temple had its own priest that represents the king in daily religious
ceremonies. In theory, the Pharaoh would have been the onley celebrant
in daily religious ceremonies performed in different temples throughout
Egypt. In reality, the high priest also played that role. To reach that position
an extensive education in art and science was necessary, like one Pharaoh
had. Reading, writing, engineering, arthmetic, geometry, astronomy, space
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measurement, time calculations, were all part of this learning. The priests
of Heliopolis, for example, became guardians of sacred knowledge and
earned the reputation of wise ment.

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Temple of Kom Ombo is an unusual double temple in the town of
Kom Ombo in Aswan Upper Egypt. it was constructed during the
Ptolemaic Dynasty, 180-47 BC. Some additions to it were later made
during the Roman period. The building is unique because its double design
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meant that there were courts, halls, sanctuaries and rooms duplicated for
two sets of gods.

The southern half of the temple was dedicated to the crocodile God
Sobek, God of fertility and creator of the world with Hathor and Khonsu.

The northern part of the temple was dedicated to the falcon God
Haroeris-Horus the Elder, along with Tasenetnofret-the Good Sister, a
speacial from of Hathor or Tefnet/Tefnut and Panebtawy-Lord of the
Two Lands. the temple os atypical because everything is perfectly
symmetrical along the main axis.

The texts and reliefs in the temple refer to cultic liturgies which were
similar to those from that period. The temple itself had a specific theology.
The characters invoked the gods of Kom Ombo and their legend. Two
themes were present in this temple: the universalist theme and the local
theme. The two combine to form the theology of this temple. A temple
was already built in the New Kingdom to honor these Gods. However,
this site gained it's importance during the Ptolemaic Kingdom. Little
remains of the New kingdom temple. The existing temple was begun by
Ptolemy VI Philometor (180 BC-145 BC) at the beginning of his reign
and added to by other Ptolemies, most notable Ptolemy XIII Theos
Philopator (51-47 BCE), who built the inner and outer hypostyles.

Much of the temple has been destroyed by the Nile, earthquakes, and
later builders who used its stones for other projects. Some of the reliefs
inside were defaced by Copts who once used the temple as a church.

A few of the three hundred crocodile mummies discovered in the
vicinity are displayed in The crocodile Museum.
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EdIfu: Egyptian, Arabic- pronounced as Edfu, In Coptic Language:
vars (Sahidic/Bohairic) also spelt Idfu and in modern French as Edfou,
situated on the West Bank of the Nile River between Esna and Aswan.
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Temple of Edfu is an Egyptian temple located on the west bank of
the Nile in Edfu, Upper Egypt. Latin as Apollonopolis Magna, after
the chief God Horus, who was identified as Apollo under the interpretatio
graeca it is one of the best preserved shrines in Egypt. The termple
was built in the Ptolemaic Kingdom between 237 BC and 57 BC. The
inscriptions on its walls provide important information on language, myth
and religion during the Hellenistic period in Egypt. In particular, the
Temple's inscribed building texts provide details of its construction, and
also preserve infromation about the mythical interpretation of this and
all other temples as the island of Creation. There are also important
scenes and inscriptions of he Sacred Drama which related the age-old
conflict between Horus and Seth.

Edfu was one of several temples build during the Ptotemaic Kingdom,
including the Dendera Temple complex. Esna the Temple of Kom Ombo,
and Philae. Its size reflects the relative prosperity of the time. The
present temple, which was begun on 23 August 237 BC. initially
consisted of a pillared hall, two transverse halls and a barque sanctuary
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surrounded by chaples. The building was started during the reign of
Ptolemy III Euergetes and completed in 57 BC under Ptolemy XII
Auletes. It was built on the site of an earlier, smaller temple also dedicated
to Horus, although the previous sructure was oriented East-West rather
than North-South as in the present site. A ruined pylon lies just to the
east of the current temple. Inscriptional evidence has been found
indicating a building program under the new Kingdom rulers Ramesses
I, Seti I and Ramesses II.

Over the centuries, the temple became buried to a depth of 12 metres
(391t) beneath drifting desert sand and layers of river silt deposited by
the Nile. Local inhabitants built homes directly over the former temple
grounds. Only the upper reaches of the temple pylons were visible by
1798, when the temple was identified by a French expedition. In 1860
Auguste Mariette, a French Egyptologist, began the work of freeing
Edfu temple form the sands.

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During the Paleogene and Neogene Period (66 million to 2,588 milion
years ago) a series of separate closed continental basins each occupied
the major parts.

The Mellut Rift basin is bearly 12 kilometers deep at its central part.

After sediment deposition was enough all were connected between
them. The Egyptian Nile connected to the Sudanese Nile, which captures
the Ethiopian and Equatorial waters. The Atbara River overflowed its
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closed basin occurred about 100,000 to 120,000 years ago. The Blue
Nile connected to the main Nile during the 70,000-80,000 years. The
White Nile in Bahr EI Arab and White Nile Rifts remained a closed lake
until the connection of the Victoria Nile to the main system about 12,500
years ago.

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The northern section of the river flows north almost entirely through
the Sudanese desert to Egypt, then ends in a large Delta and flows into
the Mediterranean Sea.
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The Valley of The Kings
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The Valley of the kings:

In Arabic : Wadi al Muluk/ Wadi Abwab al Muluk

In Copti : dzeme, also known as the Valley of the Gates of the Kings.
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The wadi consists of two valleys : East Valley and West Valley -

where the majority of the royal tombs are situated.
The valley is known to contain 63 tombs and 120 chambers.
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Royal Necropolis

The official name for the site in ancient times was The Great and
Majestic Necropolis of the Pharaohs in the West of Thebes or Ta-sekhet-
maat.

In the Eighteenth Dynasty, only kings were buried within the valley in
large tombs. Non-royal persons were buried in a small rock cut chamber
close to the tomb of their Pharaohs.

Tomb of Amenhotep Il was constructed in the Western Valley and
his son Akhenaten moved his tomb's construction to Amarna. At the end
of the Eighteenth Dynasty Tutankhamun, Ay, and Horemheb returned to
the royal necropolis.

The Nineteenth and twentieth Dynasties number of burials increased
with Ramesses Il and Ramesses Il constructing a massive tomb that
was used for the burial of their sons. Thutmose Il was buried in Dra Abu
el-Naga later his mummy was found in the Deir el-Bahri tomb.

Amun-Re, Mut, and Khunsu left the temple at Karnak to visit the
funerary temples of deceased kings on the West Bank and their shrines
in the Valley of the kings.

The tombs were constructed by the workers of the village of Deir el-
Medina a small wadi between Valley of the Kings and the Valley of the
Queens, facing Thebes.
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Many of the tombs had been ransacked started from the late Twentieth
Dynasty. The tombs of Ramesses VI and Ramesses X and many more
were robbed.

During the civil war which started during the reign of Ramesses XI
the tombs were opened, valuables were taken away. The mummies were
collected into large caches. One in the tomb of Amenhotep I, contained
sixteen, and others were hidden within tomb of Amenhotep 1. A few
years later most of them were moved to the Deir el-bahri cache containing
forty royal mummies. Many of the tombs were robbed soon after their
completion.
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Tutankhamun
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Tutankhamun is also spelled with Tutenkh Amen-Amon was an
Egyptian Pharaoh of the Eighteenth Dynasty (1332 BC-1323 BC) during
the New Kingdom. His original name, Tutankhaten, means living image
of Aten, where Tutankhamun means Living Image of Amun. The name
Tutankhamun was typically written as Amen-tut-ankh in Hieroglyphic.
In Amarna language he is known as Nibhurrereya and is likely the
Eighteenth Dynasty King Rathotis who had reigned for nine years.
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The mummy of Tutankhamun remains in the Valley of the Kings.
howard Carter discovered Tutankhamun's nearly intact tomb in 1992,
funded by Lord Carnarvon received worldwide press coverage. It sparked
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a public interest in ancient Egypt, for Tutankhamin's mask, now in the
Egyptian Museum. He was the son of Akhenaten. His mother was his
father's sister and wife, whose name is unknown but positively identified
as The Younger Lady.

He was known as Tutankhaten as a prince. Taking the throne name
Nebkheperure he ascended to the throne in 1332 BC at the age of nine.
His teacher was most likly Sennedjem.

Tutankhamun married his half-sister Ankhesenpaten who later changed
her name to Ankhesenamun when he became king. They had two
daughters, both stillborn-one daughter was born prematurely at 6 mounths
of pregnancy and the other at 9 monthes pregnancy.

Reign :

The king had very powerful adviser General Horemheb, Ay's possible
son in law and successor and Ay succeeded Tutankhamun.

Horemheb records that the king appointed him "Lord of the Land" as
hereditary prince to maintain law. He also noted his ability to calm the
young king when his temper flared.

Tutankhamun reversed several changes made during his father's reign.
He ended the worship of the God Aten and restored the God Amun. The
ban on the cult of Amun was lifted. The captial was moved back to
Thebes and the city of Akhetaten abandoned reinforcing the restoration
of Amun he changed his name to Tutankhamun as "Living image of
Amun".

The King initiated building projects, in particular at Karnak in Thebes,
where he dedicated a temple to Amun. Many Monuments were erected.
The traditional festivals were celebrated again, including those related to
the Apis Bull, Horemkhet and Opet.

In the reign of Akhenaten the country was economically weak and in
turmoil. Diplomatic relations with other kingdoms had been neglected
and Tutankhamun sought to restore them, in particular with Mitanni.

Battles with Nubians and Asiatics were recorded in his mortuary
temple at Thebes. His tomb contained armor and folding stools appropriate
for military campaigns. However given his youth and physical disabilities,
which seemed to require the use of a cane in order to walk. He died at
the age of 18.
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Health and appearance of Tutankhamun :

Tutankhamun was short of built, and was 180cm (5 ft 11 inch) in
height. Tutankhamu's body had deformations in his left foot, caused by
nerosis of bone tissue. Tutankhamun had to walk with the use of a cane,
which was found in his tomb. In DNA tests of Tutankhamun's mummy,
Scientists found DNA from the mosquito-borne parasites that cause
Malaria. More than one strain of the Malarial Parasite was found,
indicating that Tutankhamun contracted multiple malarial infections.
Malaria sould have weakened Tutankhamun's immune system and
interfered with the healing of his foot. These factors, combined with the
fracture in his left thighbone may have ultimately been what killed the
young King.

DNA research on Tutankhamun and the mummified remains of other
member of his family were done. The results indicated that his father
was Akhenaten, and that his mother was one of his father's five sisters.
The young king's mother was found through the DNA testing of a mummy
designated as '"The Younger Lady' which was found lying beside Queen
Tiye. She was a child of Amenhotep Il and Tiye-her DNA proved that,
like his father Tutankhamun's parents were brother and sister.

Queen Tiye held much political influence at court and acted as an
adviser to her son after the death of her husband.

Tutankhamun's wife, Ankhesenamun is known from history that she
was the daughter of Akhenaten and Nefertiti, and thus she was her
husband's half-sister.
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Although there are some opinions that Tutankhamun was assassinated
and some other opinion is that his death was accidental.

Scan taken in 2005 showed that he had suffered a compound left leg
fracture before his death and that leg had become infected.

CT images discovered congenital flaws, which are more common
among the children of incest. Siblings are more likely to pass on twin
copies of deleterious alleles, that is why children of incest more commonly
manifest genetic defects. It is suspected that he also had a partially cleft
palate— another congenital defect.

Various other possible diseases may be as possible explanations to his
early demise, included Marfan syndrom. Whilson-TurnerX-linked mental
retardation syndrome. Frohlich syndrome, Klinefelter syndrome, androgen
insensitivity syndrome, aromatase excess syndrome in conjunction with
sagittal craniosynostosis syndrome. Antiey-Bixier syndrome or one of'its
variants, and temporal lobe epilepsy.

An accumulation of malformations in Tutankhamun's family was
evident from research. Several pathologies including Kohler disease 11
were diagnosed in Tutankhamun, none alone would have caused death.
Genertic testing for STEVOR. AMAI1, or MSP1 genes specific for
Plasmodium Falciparum revealed indications of malaria in Tutankhamun.
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However, their exact contribution to the causality of his death still is
highly debated.

As stated above the team discovered DNA from several strains of a
parasite proving he was infected with the most servere strain of malaria
several times in his short life. Malaria can trigger circulatory shock or
cause a fatal immune response in the body, either of which can lead to
death. If Tutankhamun did suffer from a bone disease which was crippling,
it may not have been fatal. Perhaps he struggled against other congenital
diseases until a severe bout of Malaria or a leg broken in an accident
was added to him.

A further investigation revealed that it was unlikely he had been killed
in chariot accident. Scans found that all but one of his bone fracture,
including those to his skull, had been inflicted after his death. The scans
also showed that he had a partially clubbed foot and would have been
unable to stand unaided, thus making it unlikely he ever rode in a chariot
this was supported by the presence of many walking sticks among the
contents of his tomb. Instead, it is believed that genetic defects arising
from his parents being sibling, complications from a broken leg and his
suffering from malaria, together caused his death.

There has been a newly considered theory that some of the tomb
images of Tutankhamun leading an army to war depicts that he died in
battle in Syria.
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With the death of Tutankhamun and the two stillborn children buried
with him, the Thutmoside family came to an end. The Amarna letters
indicate that Tutankhamun's wife. recently widowed, wrote to the Hittite
king Suppiluliuma I, asking if she could marry one of his sons. The letters
do not say how Tutankhamun died.

Amkhesenamun became very much afraid, but did not marry her
own people as husband. The son of Hittite king Suppilukuuma-1 was
killed before reaching his new wife. Rather Ay married Tutankhamun's
widow Ankhesenamun and became Pharaoh. A war was fought between
the two countries and Egypt was being defeated. The fate of
Ankhesenamun is not known, but she disappears from record and Ay's
second wife Tey became Great Royal Wife. After Ay's death, Horemheb
took over the throne and there initiated a campaign of (damnatio
memoriae) condemnation of memory against him. Tutankhamun's father
Akhenaten, stepmother Nefertiti his wife Ankhesenamun, half sisters
and other family members were also included. Not even Tutankhamun
was spared. his images and cartouches were also erased. Horemheb
himself'was left childless and willed the throne to Paramessu, who founded
the Ramesside family line of Pharaohs.

Howard Carter was employed in 1915 by George Herbert 5th Earl of
Carnarvon to search and for the Excavation of Tutankhamun's tomb in
the Valley of the kings. After a systematic search. Carter discovered the
actual tomb of Tutankhamun in November 1922.

King Tutankhamun's mummy is kept in his tomb in the Valley of the
Kings. On 4 November 2007, 85 years to the day after Carter's discovery,
the 18-year-old Pharaoh was opened to public in his underground tomb
at the Valley of the King. The linen-wrapped mummy was removed from
its golden sarcophagus to a glass box. The case was designed to prevent
the heightened rate of decomposition caused by the humidity and warmth
of the tourists.

Tutankhamun was buried in a tomb that was unusually small
considering his status. His death may have occurred unexpectedly before
the completion of a grander royal tomb, so that his mummy was buried in
a tomb intended for someone else.
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Towards the end of the 20th Dynasty the Valley of the Kings burial
site became systematically dismantled. Tutankhamun's tomb was
overlooked and his name might have been forgotten.

5,398 items were found in the tomb, including a solid gold coffin, face
mask, thrones, archery bows, trumpets, a lotus chalice, food, wine, sandals,
and fresh lines underwear. Howard Carter took 10 years to catalog the
items.

Tutankhamun's curse : A rumour of a "Curse of the Pharaohs" persisted
for many years emphasising the early death of some of those who had
entered the tomb or involved in exploration. George Herbert, Sth Earl of
Carnarvon who died on 5 April 1923, 5 months after the discovery of the
first step leading down to the tomb on 4 November 1922.

The Lancet, a medical journal made an article that Carnarvon's death
had nothing to do with Tutankhamun's tomb. The cause of Carnarvon's
death was Pneumonia supervening on erysipelas due to Streptococcal
infection of the skin. Pneumonia was thought to be only a complication,
arising from the progessively invasive infection, that eventually resulted in
multi organ failure. It might have been prone to severe lung infection. The
Lancet stated that one acute attack of Bronchitis could have killed him, In
such a debilitated state, the Earl's immune system failed by erysipelas.

A study showed that of the 58 people who were present when the
tomb and sarcophagus were opened, only eight died within 12 years. All
the others were still alive, influding Howard Carter, who died of Lymphoma
in 1939 at the age of 64.

The last survivors included Lady Evelyn Herbert, Lord Carnarvon's
daughter who was among the first people to enter the tomb after its
discovery in November 1922, who lived for a further 57 years and died in
1980, and American archaeologist J. O. Kinnaman who died in 1961, 39
years after that.
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Exibition :

The most famous travel of artefacts in the world was tour of the
relics from Tutankhamun's tomb. It was the best known world exhibiton
tour in so many countries of the Treasures of Tutankhamun from 1972 to
1979. First exhibition shown was in London at the British Museum in
1972 from 30 March until 30 September. More than 16,00,000 visitors
saw the exhibiton, some queuing for up to eight hours. It was the most
popular exhibition in the Musseum's history of the world.

The Metropolitan Museum of Art organised the U. S. exhibition, which
started from 17 November 1976 and continued upto April 1979. More
than 80,00,000 visitors attended. The exhibtion moved on to many other
contries, including Aurstalia, the United States, Soviet Union, Japan,
France, Canada, Switzerland and West Germany.
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The Valley of the Queens
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The Valley of the Queens in Arabic is called Wadi al. Malekat where
wives of Pharaohs were buried in ancient times. At their time it was
known as Ta-Set-Neferu means the place of beauty.
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The Valley of the Queens consists of the main wadi which contains
most of the tombs and Valley of Prince Ahmose, the Valley of Rope, the
Valeley of the three Pits and the Valley of the Dolmen.

The main Wadi contains 91 tombs and othe valleys contain 19 tombs.
The burials in the other valleys all started from the Eighteenth Dynasty.

The reason for choosing the valley of the Queens as a burial site is
not known. The location in close proximity to the worker's village in Deir
el-Medina and the Valley of the Kings might be a reason. Another
consideration may be the existence of a sacred grotto dedicaed to Hathor
at the entrance of the Valley. This grotto may be associated with
rejuvenation for the dead.

In the Eighteenth Dynasty the first tomb in the Valley of the Queens
was the tomb of princess Ahomose daughter of Sequenere Tao and Queen
Sitdjehuti. This tomb was built in the reign of Thutmose 1. This tomb
includes several members of the nobility.

The tombs from the Valley of the Three Pits were at the period of
Thutmos.

The Valley of the Dolmen path is a small rock-cut temple dedicated
to Ptah and Meretseger.

A tomb of the Princesses was located in the Valley. This tomb was at
the time of Amenhotep Ill. Canopic jar fragments mentioning Prince
Menkheperre, a son of Tuthmosis Il and Merytre Hatshepsut was found
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here. A King's Great Wife Nebetnehat from the mid Eighteenth Dynasty
is found here. Tomb of the King's Daughter Ti from the mid Eighteenth
Dynasty was also found.

During the Nineteenth Dynasty the use of the Valley became more
exclusive. The tombs from this period exclusively belonged to royal
women. Man of the high-ranking wives of Ramesses I, Seti | and Ramsses
Il were buried in the Valley. Tomb of the Queen Nefertari is found here
also. Other members of the royal family continue to be buried in the
Valley of the Kings.

The tomb of Queen Satre is likely the first tomb prepared during this
Nineteenth Dynasty. It was likely started during the reign of Ramesses |
and finished during the reign of Seti I.

In the 20th Dynasty the Valley was used extensively. Tombs for the
wives of Ramesses IlI and for royal sons were prepared. The creation
of tomb continues at least until the time of Ramesses V1.

During the time of Ramesses III the workers went on a strike. And
there were reports of extensive robberies in all tombs.

After the end of the Twentieth Dynasty the Valley was no longer for
royal burial site. Many of the tombs were extensively reused. Several
tombs were reconstructed to accommodate multiple burials.

During the Roman period it was renewed for extensive use of the
Valley as a burial site. During the Coptic Period few Hermit Shelters
were constructed. Tombs of Nebettawy and Henuttay of Coptic reign is
found. Wall scenes were covered with plaster and decorated with Christian
symbols. The Christian presence lasted until the 7th Century.
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The Karnak Temple : It is known as Karnak, from Arabic Khurnak
meaning fortified village. comprises of decayed Temples, Chaples and
Pylons in Luxor. The Karnak complex gives its name to the nearby
surrounded modern village of El-Karnak, 2.5 Kilometer north of Luxor.
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Construction at the complex started in the reign of Senusret | the
Middle Kingdom and continued into the Ptolemaic reign . Most of the
constructions started from the new Kingdom. The area around Karnak
was the ancient Egyptian-Ipet-isut and the main place of worship of the
eighteenth Dynasty Theban Triad with the god Amunar its head. It is
part of the monumental city of Thebes.
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Karnak temple is an open air Museum. It consists of four main parts
of which only the largest is currently open to the general public. The
term Karnak often is understood as being the precinct of Amun-Ra only,
because this is the only part most visitors see. The three other parts the
precinct of Mut, the precinct of Montu, and the dismantled Temple of
Amenhotep IV are closed to the public. There also are a few smaller
temple and sanctuaries connecting the precinct of Mut, the precinct of
Amun-Re, and the Luxor Temple.

The Precinct of Mut is very ancient, being dedicated to the Earth and
creation deity, but not yet restored. The original temple was destroyed
and partially restored by Hatshepsut, although another Pharaoh built
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around it in order to change the focus or orientation of the sacred area.
Many portions of it may have been carried away for use in other buildings.

The key difference between Karnak and most of the other temples
and sites in Egypt is the length of time over which it was developed and
used. Construction of temples started in the Middle Kingdom and continued
into Ptolemaic times. Approximately thirty Pharaohs contributed to the
buildings, enabling it to reach a size, complexity, and diversity.

The deities represented range from some of the earliest worhshiped to
those worshiped much later in the history of the Ancient Egyptian culture.
The size and number of feature are overhelming many parts of it was
destroyed. It contained an early temple built by Amenhotep IV (Akhenaten).

Karnak has the Hypostyle Hall in the precinct of Amun-Re, in hall
area of 5,000 square meter (50,000 sq ft) with 134 massive columns
arranged in 16 rows. 122 of these columns are 10 meters tall, and the
other 12 are 21 meters tall with a diameter of over three meters.

The architraves on top of these columns are estimated to weigh 70
tons. These architraves may have been lifted to these heights using levers.
This would be an extremely time-consuming process and also would
require great balance to get to such great heights. Alternative theory
regarding how they were moved may be large ramps were constructed
of sand, mud, brick or stone and that the stones were then towed up the
ramps. If stone had been used for thr ramps, they would have been able
to use much less material. The top of the ramps presumably would have
employed either wooden tracks.
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The Alexandria National Museum
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The Alexandria National Museum:

Egypt Feature Story by Zahraa Adel Awed:

The Alexandria National Museum has grown in importance these
days, and is now considered one of Egypt's finest museums. It was
inaugurated by President Hosni Mubarak on December 3 1st, 2003, and
is one more addition to the reasons one should visit this grand old city.
The national museum in located in a restored palace and contains about
1,800 artifacts that narrate the history of Alexandria throughout the ages,
including the Pharaonic, Ptolemaic, Roman, Byzantine, and Islamic eras.

There are even some more modern pleces, including 19th glassware,
silverwaere, chinaware and precious jewels, which provide a sense of
the richness of the court of Mohammmed Ali and his descendants.
Mummies are shown in a special underground chamber (basement), Also,
some of the items found during the archaeological underwater excavations
in Alexandria are now on the same floor as the Greco-Roman Artifacts.

The museum is housed in the old Al-Saad Bassili Phasha Palace. he
was one of the wealthiest wood merchants in Alexanndria during his
lifetime. It is located on Fouad Stret (Tariq al-Horreyya), near the center
of the city. Construction on the site was first undertaken in 1926. The
palace covers an area of 3,480 square meters. It is a white Italian-style
mansion that sits in an expensive garden of rare trees and plants. The
palace consists of four floors and an underground shelter, which was
used during World War Il air raids. The palace was designed by a French
engineer who used the Italian styles in its construction.

This three-store place was a gathering place for the upper class people
of Egyptian society in Alexandria, including notables such as Egypt former
Prime Ministers, Ismail Sedqi Pasha and Ali Maher Pasha, along with
many other. This villa was sold to the Americans as a consulate in 1960
and thereafter in 1997, was purchased by the Ministry of Culture for
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about 12 million LE. Its conversion to a museum, including up to date
audiovisual equipment, security and fire proection, cost another 18 million
LE. In prepation of the Alexandria National Museum, the highest of
standards has been adopted, especially in display techniques and in the
design of educational and cultural galleries.

The first floor of the museum contains the Pharaonic items including
a lot of statues of different ancient Egyptian rulers and goes and very
interesting protaits of Menkaure, Ankhenaton, and Hatshepsut.

There are also some duplicates of the tombs that were discovered in
the Valley of the Kings. These tombs include Canopic jars and many
other interesting items.

The middle floor of the museum contains the antiquities of the Greco-
Roman period. There are various statues of Greek ladies and an amazing
statue of the god Serapi, as well as a granite statue of Carecalla. There
are also some scientific studies that were made in the Freco-Roman
period concerning the human body.

The last floor of the museum displays items belonging to the Coptic and
Islamic civilizations which reflect how prosperous these two periods were.

The Coptic section includes a lot of everyday life items made out of
bronze, copper, and silver. There are also some interesting icons that
demonstrate religious scenes of Christ and the Last Supper. This is addition
to a lot of cotton and textile products.

There are also some displays from the intermediate Pharaonic period
that reflects how the arts of this period became more realistic. Afterward,
there is the section of the family of Mohamed Ali that includes a lot of
jewellery made out of silver and gold that belonged to the royal family.

The most interesting section in the Alexandria National Museum is
the section that displays antiquities that were found under the sea in
Alexandria. The museum also displays live pictures of how these items
were pulled out of the sea. This section includes a black bronze statue of
Isis, some portraits, and statues of Greek gods which includes an
interestinng statue of the head of Alexander the Great and another for
Venus, the goddess of love.

The museum gives a comprehensive picture of not only Alexandrian
history but the history of Egypt as whole. A visit to the National Museum
of' Alexandria is a must for anyone who is interested in Egyptian antiquites
and history.
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Alexandria (Al-Iskandariyya), Egyptian Arabic: Eskendria, In Coptic:
Alexandria. It is the Second largest city in Egypt and extending about
32km along the coast of the Mediterranean Sea in the north central part
of the country.
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Alexandria was founded in a small ancient Egyptian Town Rhacotis
in 332 BC by Alexander the Great.

After Muslim conquest of Egypt in AD 641 when a new captial was
founded at Fustat which was later absorbed into Cairo.

Hellenistic Alexandria became an important center of Hellenistic
civilization and remained the Capital of Ptolemic (Greek) Egypt and
Roman and Byzantine Egypt for alomst 1000 years.
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Hellenistic Alexandria was best known for the Lighthouse of
Alexandria, one of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World, its Great
Library, the largest in the ancient world and the Necropolis, one of the
Seven Wonders of the Middle Ages.

Alexandria was the second most powerful city of the ancient world
after Rome.

Alexandria was founded by Alexander the Great in April 332 BC.
Dinocrates was Alexander's Chief Architect for the project.

The major centers of early Christianity in the Eastern Roman Empire
was Patriarchate of Alexandria. In the modern world, the Coptic Orthodox
Church and the Greek Orthodox Church of Alexandria both claim to this
ancient heritage.

Alexander left Egypt a few months after the foundation of Alexandria,
He never returned to his city. Cleomenes, Viceroy of Alexander continued
the expansion of Alexandria after his departure.

General Ptolemy Lagides braught Alexander's body to Alexandria
after his death in Rome.

Alexandria had become the largest city in the world in a century and
for some centuries more was second largest city.

Rome became the largest of the World. It became Egypt's main Greek
city, with Greek people from diverse backgrounds.

A greater part of Alexandria was destroyed during the Kitos War in
AD 115. Hadrian and his acrhitect, Decriannus, again tried to rebuild the
development of its museum into the leading Hellenistic center of learning
Library of Alexandria but were carefully maintained its populations three
largest ethnicities, Greek, Jewish, and Egyptian.

A greater part of Alexandria was destroyed during the Kitos War in
AD 115, Hadrian and his architect, Decriannus, again tried to rebuild the
city. The Emperor Caracalla visited the city in 215 and because of some
satires shown to him by some local people he commanded his troops to put
to death all youths capable of bearing arms. This order caused a killing of
thousands of inhabitants both male and female youths of Alexandria.

Alexandria was devastated by a tsunami on 21 Jyly 365 and it is
annually commemorated later as a day of horror.

The Byzantine Emperor Heraclius recovered it in 629, After a siege
that lasted 14 months in 641 the Arabs under the General 'Amr-ibn al-As
captured it during the Muslim conquest of Egypt.
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In 1517 after the Battle of Ridaniya, the city was conquered by the
Ottoman Turks and remained under Ottoman rule until 1798.

Alexandria lost its importance to the Egyptian port city of Rosetta
during the 9th to 18th centuries.

Alexandria regained its former prominence with the construction of
the Mahmoudiyah Canalin in1807.

Napoleon with his French troops entered the city Aexandria on 2
July. 1798 and it remained in their occupation until 1801. The British
force won the Battle of Alexandria defeating the French on 21 March
1801.

The Brithsh got total occuption from the French on 2 September 1801.
Muhammad Ali, the Ottoman governor of Egypt, began building and
development around 1810 and by 1850 Greeks and other Europeans
moved to the city. In the early 20th century, the city became a home for
poets and novelists.

The city came under bombardment from British navel forces and
was occupied from Ottoman In July 1882.

The Ptolemaic Kingdom :

In Ancient Greek the Ptolemaic Kingdom was called Ptolemaike
basileia - and was the Hellenistic Kingdom based in Egypt. It was ruled
by the Ptolemaic Dynasty which started with Ptolemy I Soter after the
death of Alexander the Great in 323 BC and ended with the death of
Cleopatra VII with the Roman conquest in 30 BC.

In 305 BC the Ptolemaic Kingdom was founded by Ptolemy I Soter,
who declared himself Pharaoh of Egypt and created the Hellenistic
Dynasty that ruled and area stretching from southern Syria to Cyrene
and south to Nubia. Alexandria became the capital city and a major center
of Greek Culture and trade.

Ptolemies named themselves as the successors to the Pharaohs to
gain recognition by the native Egyptian people. The later Ptolemies took
on Egyptian traditions by marrying their siblings had themselves portrayed
on public monuments in Egyptian style and dress and participated in
Egyptian religious life. The Ptolemies were involved in foreign and civil
wars that led to the decline of the kingdom and ended with occupation by
Rome.

Until the Muslim conquest Hellenistic culture continued to thrive in
Egypt throughtout the Roman and Byzantine periods.

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In Greek : Cleopatra Philopator.
The name Cleopatra comes from the Greek name Kleopatra, meaning
"Glory of her father' in the feminine form.
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Cleopatra was born in 69 BC and died on 12 August 30 BC.

She was the last active ruler of the Ptolemaic Kingdom of Egypt. She
was also a diplomat, naval commander, linguist, and medical author. As a
member of the Ptolemaic Dynasty, She was a descendant of its founder
Ptolemy-I Sotar, a Macedonian Greek General and Companion of
Alexander the Great. After the death of Cleoptra Egypt became a province
of the Roman Empire.

Her own language was Koine Greek and she was the first Ptolemaic
ruler to learn the Egyptian language.

After a revolt in Egypt Ptoloemy XII allowed his eldest daughter
Berenice IV to claim the throne. In 58 BC Cleoptra accompanied her
father Ptolemy XII during his exile to Rome. Berenice IV was killed in
55 BC when Ptolemy XII returned to Egypt with Roman military help.
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When Ptolemy XII died in 51 BC Cleopatra and her Younger brother
Ptolemy XIII became joint rulers, but quarrel between them led to a civil
war. After losing the 48 BC Battle of Pharsalus in Greece against his
rival Julius Caesar in Caesar's Civil War, the Roman statesman Pompey
the Great fled to Egypt, a Roman client state. After Pompey was killed,
Caesar occupied Alexandria in pursuit of Pompey.

Caesar attempted to reconcile Ptolemy XIII with Cleoptra. But
Ptolemy XIII's Chief Adviser Potheinos noticed that Caesar's terms as
favoring Cleopatra, so his forces, which eventually fell under the control
of Cleoptra's younger sister Arsinoe 1V, attacked and arrested both Caesar
and Cleoptra at the palace of Caesar.

The siege was lifted by reinforcements in early 47 BC and Ptolemy
XIlI died shortly thereafter in the Battle of the Nile. Arsinoe IV was exiled
to Ephesus and Caesar, now an elected dictator declared Cleopatra and
her younger brother Ptolemy X1V as joint rulers of Egypt. However, Caesar
maintained a private affair with Cleopatra that produced a son, Caesarion.

In 46 and 44 BC Cleopatra traveled to Rome as a client queen, staying
at Caesar's villa as a Royal Guest. After assassination of Caesar in 44
BC Cleopatra made an attempt ot have Caesarion named as heir.

But Caesar's grandenephw Octavaian, also known as Augustus by
27 BC became the first Roman emperor had Ptolemy XIV was killed
and Cleopatra then attempted her son Caesarion as co-ruler.

Cleopatra sided with the Roman Second Triumvirate formed by
Octavian, Mark Anotny and Marcus Aemilius Lepidus in the Liberators'
civil war of 43-42 BC.

After their meeting at Tarsos in 41 BC, Cleopatra had an aftfair with
Antony that would eventually produce three children Alexander helios,
Cleopatra Selene 11, and Ptolemy Philadelphus. Antony used his authority
as triumvir to carry out the execution of Arsinoe IV at Cleopatra's request.

Antony became too much reliant on Cleopatra for both funding and
military aid during his attack to the Parthian Empire and the Kingdom of
Armenia. In the Donations of Alexandria, Cleopatra's children with Antony
were declared rulers over various territories under Antony's authority.
This event, along with Antony's marriage to Cleopatra and divorce of
Octavia Minor, sister of Ovtavian, led to the Final War of the Roman
Republic.
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Octavian forced Antony's allies in the Roman Senate to flee Rome in
32 BC and declared war on Cleopatra. The naval fleet of Antony and
Cleopatra was defeted at the 31 BC Battle of Actium by Octavin's General
Agrippa. Octavin's forces intruded Egypt in 30 BC and defeated force
of Antony, leading to his suicide.

Cleopatra came to know that Ovtavian planned to bring her to Rome
for his procession of triumph, she committed suicide by poisoning, bitten
by a snake Asp.

Cleopatra's legacy survives in numerous works of art, both ancient
and modern, and many dramatisations of incidents from her life in literature
and other media.

She was the subject of many works in Renaissance and Baroque art,
which included sculpture, paintings, poetry, theatrical dramas such as
William Shakespeare's Antony and Cleopatra in 1608 and operas such as
George Frideic Handel's Giulio Cesare in Egitto in 1724.

In modern times Cleopatra has appeared in both the applied and fine
arts, burlesque satire, Hollywood films such as Cleopatra in 1963.

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Now Islam in Egypt is the dominant religion with around an estimated
90% of the population. Almost the entirety of Egypt's Muslims are Sunnis,
with a small minority of Shia and Ahmadi Muslims. The latter, however,
are not recognized by Egypt. Islam has been recognized as the state
religion since 1980.

The Christians are estimated to be number between 8% to 12%
according to sources cited in articles— Religion in Egypt and Christianity
in Egypt.

In 628 was the Islamic prophet Muhammad's first interaction with
the people of Egypt, during the expedition of Zaid Ibn Harithah. He sent
Hatib bin Abi Baltaeh with a letter to the King of Egypt, in reality to
emperor Heraclius.
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Muhammad in the letter said : "l invite you to accept Islam, Allah the
sublime, shall reward you doubly. But if you refuse to do so, you will bear
the burden of the transgression of all the Copts."

Dihyah bin Khalifa Kalbi was attacked during this expedition one of
Muhammad's envoys, Muhammad sent Zayd ibn Harithah to help him.
Dihya approached the Banu Dubayb for help. When the news reached
Muhammad, he immdiately dispatched Zayed ibn Harithah with 500 men
to battle.

The Muslim army fought with Banu Judham, killed several of them
including their Chief Al-Hynayd ibn Arid and his son and captured 1000
camels, 5000 of their cattle and 100 women and boys. The new Chief of
the Banu Judham who had embraced Islam appealed to Muhammad to
release his fellow tribesmen, and Muhammad released them.
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Muhammad Ali came to power through three civil wars beween the
Ottoman Turks, Egyptian Mamlukhs, and Albanian mercenaries, lasted
from 1803 to 1807. Albanian Muhammad Ali Pasha took over the control
of Egypt in 1805 and the Ottoman Sultan acknowledged his position.
Thereafter, Muhammad Ali was the undisputed ruler of Egypt.

Egypt from 1805 to 1953 spanned the later period of Ottoman Egypt.
French occupation, Muhammad Ali Pasha dynasty, the Khedivate of Egypt
under British patronage, and the nominally independent Sultanate of Egypt
and Kingdom of Egypt. Ending with Revolution of 1952 and the formation
of the independent Republic of Egypt.

Egypt under the British lasts from 1882, When it was occupied by
British forces during the Anglo-Egyptian War, continued until 1956, when
the last British forces withdrew in accordance with the Anglo-Egyptian
agreement of 1954 after the Suez Crisis.

The First period of British rule from 1882 to 1914 is called the "veiled
protectorate”" During this time the Khedivate of Egypt remained an
autonomous province of the Ottoman Empire and the British occupation
had no legal basis but constituted a de facto protectorate over the country.
This state of affairs lasted until the Ottoman Emmpire joined the Frist
World War on the side of the Central Powers in November 1914 and
Britain unilaterally declared a protectorate over Egypt. The ruling Khedive
was deposed and his successor, Hussein Karmel, compelled to declare
himself Sultan of Egypt Independent of the Ottomans in December 1914.

The formal protectorate over Egypt did not long outlast the war. It
was brought to an end by the uniliateral declaration of Egyptian
independence on 28 February 1922. Shortly afterwards, Sultan Fuad-1
declared himself King of Egypt and the British occupation continued, in
accordance with several reserve clauses in the declaration of
independence. The situation was normalise in the Anglo-Egyptian treaty
of 1936, which granted Britain the right to station troops in Egypt for the
defence of the Suez Canal.

In December 1921, the British auhorities in Cairo imposed martial
law and once again deported Zaghlul. Demonstration again led violence.
In deference to the growing nationalism and at the suggestion of the
High Commissioner, Lord Allenby, UK Unilaterally declared Egyptian
independence on 28 February 1922, abolishing the protectorate and
establishing in Egypt to liberate Egypt. Another Nationalist fundamentalist
group-Muslim Brotherhood Party was also formed for struggle against
British occupationist.

Britain also continued to control the training of the Egyptian Army.
During the Second World War from 1939 to 1945, Egypt came under
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attack from Italian Libya on account of the British presence there, although
Egypt itself remained neutral until late in the war. After the war Egypt
sought to modify the treaty, but it was abrogated in its entirety by an anti-
British Government in Octobor 1951. After the the Egyptian Revolution
of 1952, the British agreed to withdraw their troops and by June 1956
had done so, Britain went to war against Egypt over the Suez Canal in
late 1956, but with insufficient international support was forced to back
down. During World War 11, British troops used Egypt as base for Allied
operations through the region.

British troops were withdrawn to Suez Canal area in 1947, but
nationalist anti-British feelings continued to grow after the war. The
Egyptian Revolution of 1952 overthrew the Egptian monarcy, eliminated
the British military presence in Egypt.

In 1952 anti Britsh Movement spreaded all over Egypt. King Farouk
handed over his power to his son Fuad-2. With the grown up movement
against the British rulers and with the demand of complete withdrawn of
British troops from Egypt, King Fuad-2 was sent in exile to Switzerland..

In 1956 Egypt got its complete independence as Republic of Egypt.
All British troops, Officers and Buerocrates were sent to Britain.

Following the 1952 Revolution by the Free Officers Movement the
rule of Egypt passed to military hands. On 18 June 1953. the Egyptian
Republic was declared, with General Muhammad Naguib as the first
President of the Republic, serving in that capacity for a little under one
and a half years.

Naguib was forced to resign in 1954 by Gamal Abdel Nasser - a Pan-
Arab and the real architect of the 1952 movement - and was later put
under house arrest. After Naguib's resignation the position of President
was vacant until the election of Gamal Abdel Nasser in 1956.

Nasser assumed power as President in June, 1956. British forces
completed their withdrawal from the occupied Suez Canal Zone on 13
June 1956. He nationalised the Suez Canal on 26 July 1956 promting the
1956 Suez Crisis.
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Light & Sound, Abol-Hoal Square-Nazlet EI Semman :

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During the third and fourth Dynasties of the Old Kingdom, Kings
held a unique position in Egyptian society. Somewhere in between human
and divine, they were believed to have been chosen by the Gods to serve
as mediators between them and the people on Earth. Because of this, it
was in everyone's interest to keep the King's majesty intact even after
his death, when he was believed to become Osiris, God of the dead. The
new Pharoah, in turn, became Horus the falcon-God who served as
protector of the Sun-God Ra. The Pyramid's smooth, angled sides
symbolised the rays of the Sun and were designed to help the king soul
ascend to heaven and join the Gods, particularly the Sun God Ra.

Ancient Egyptians believed that when the king died, part of his spirit
known as 'ka' remained with his body. To properly care for his spirit, the
corpse wase mummified and everything the king would need in the afterlife
was buried with him, including gold vessels, food, furniture and other
offerings. The Pyramids became the focus of a cult of the dead king that
was supposed to continue well after his death.

From the beginning of the Dynastic Era - 2950 B. C. Royal tombs
were carved into rock and covered with flat-roofed rectangular structures
known as 'mastabas’, which was built around 2630 B.C. at Saqqara, for
the third Dynasty's King Djoser known as the Step Pyramid. It began as
a traditional mastabas but grew into something much more ambitious. As
the story goes, the Pyramid's architect was Imhotep, a priest and healer
who some 1,400 years later would be deified as the patron saint of scribes
and physicians. Over the course of Djoser's nearly 2--year reign, Pyramid
builders assembled six stepped layers of stone (as opposed to mud-brick,
like most earlier tomb) that eventually reached a height of 204 feet (62
meters); it was the tallest building of its time. The Step Pyramid was
surrounded by a complex of courtyards, temples and shrines, where Djoser
would enjoy after afterlife.

After Djoser, the stepped pyramid became the norm for royal burials,
although none of those planned by his Dynastic successors were
completed probably due to their relatively short reigns. The earliest tomb
constructed as a 'true' smooth-sided, not stepped Pyramid was the Red
Pyramid at Dahshur, one of three burial structures built for the first King
of the fourth Dynasty, Sneferu—2613-2589 B.C.

No Pyramids are more celebrated than the Great Pyramid of Giza,
located on a plateau on the West bank of the Nile River, on the outskirts
of modern-day Cairo. The oldest and largest of the three Pyramids at
Giza, known as the Great Pyramid, is the only surviving structure out of
the famed seven wonders of the ancient world. It was built for Khufu
(Cheops, in Greek), Sneferu's successor and the second of the eight
kings of the fourth Dynasty. Though Khufu reigned for 23 years (2589-
2566 B. C.) relatively little is known of his reign beyond the grandeur of
his Pyramid. The sides of the Pyramid's base average 756 feet (230.34
meters), and its original height was 481 feet (148.5 meters), making it the
largest Pyramid in the world. After erosion height became 455ft (138.8
meters). Weight of the Pyramid 59,00,000 ton and volume is 25,83,283
cubic meter. Angle between wall an base 51.52 degree.

Three small Pyramids built for Khufu's queens are lined up next to
the Great Pyramid, and a tomb was found nearby containing the empty
sarcophagus of his mother, Queen Hetepheres. Like other Pyramids,
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Khufu's is surrounded by rows of mastabas, where relatives or officials
of the king were buried to accompany and support him in the afterlife.
Approximately 2.3 million blocks of stone (averaging about 2.5 tons
each) had to be cut,transported and assembled to build Khurfu's Great
Pyramid. The ancient Greek historian Herodotus worte that it took 20
years to build and required the labour of 100,000 (20,000 on different
opinion) men, but later archeological evidence suggest that the Pyramids
were build by slaves or foreigners forced into labour. Skeletons excavate
from the area show that the workers were probable native Egyptian
agricultural labourers who worked on the Pyramids during the time of

year when the Nile River flooded much of the land nearby.
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The Pyramid of Khafre or the Pyramid of Chephren
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The Pyramid of Khafre or of Chephren is the second-talest and second
largest of the Ancient Egyptian Pyramids of Giza and the tomb of the
Fourth-Dynasty Pharaoh Khafre (Chefren), who ruled from 2558 BC to
2532 BC.

The Pyramid initially when it was built had its height. 143.5m m (471
ft) but due to natural erosion base length has reduced to 215.5 m (706ft)
and rises up to a height of 136.4 metres (448ft). The Pyramid is made of
limestone blocks weighing more that 2 tons each. The slope of the Pyramid
rises at a 53'13% angle, steeper than its neighbor, the Pyramid of Khufu,
which makes it appear to be taller.

The Pyramid was likely opened and robbed during the First
Intermediate Period. During the Eighteenth Dynasty, the overseer of
temple construction took casing stone from it to build a temple in Heliopolis
on Ramesses II.

It was first expolred in modern times by Giovanni Belzoni on March
2,1818, when the original entrance was found on the north side of the
Pyramid and the burial chamber was visited. Belzoni had hopes of finding
and intact burial. However, the chamber was empty except for an open
sarcophagus and its broken lid on the floor.

The first complete exploration was conducted by John Perring in 1837.
In 1853 Auguste Mariette partially excavated Khafre's valley temple,
and in 1858, while completing its clearance, he managed to discover a
diorite statue.

Passageways and chambers inside the Pyramid of Khafre :

Two entrances lead to the burial chamber, one that opens 11.54 m
(38ft) up the face of the Pyramid and one that opens at the base of the
Pyramdis. These passagewas do not align with the centerline of the
Pyramid, but are offset to the east by 12 m (39ft). The lower descending
passageway is carved completely out of the bedrock, descending, running
horizontal, then ascending to join the horizontal passage leading to the
burial chamber.
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One theory as to why there are two entrances is, that the pyramid
was intended to be much larger with the northern base shifted 30m (98ft)
further to the north which would make Khafre's Pyramid much larger
than his father's. This would place the entrance to the lower descending
passage within the masonry of the Pyramid.

There is a subsidiary chamber, equal in length to the 412" long King's
Chamber of the Khufu Pyramid, that opens to the west of the lower
passage the purpose of which is uncertain. It may be used to store
offerings, store burial equipment, or it may be serdab chamber. The upper
descending passage is clad in granite and descends to join with horizontal
passage to the burial chamber.

The burial chamber was carved out of a pit in the bedrock. The roof
is constructed of gabled limestone beams. The chamber is rectangular.
14.15m by 5m (46.4ft x 16ft). and is oriented east-west. Khafre's
sarcophagus was carved out of a solid block of granite and sunk partially
in the floor, in it, Belzoni found bones of an animal, possibly a bull. Another
pit in the floor likely contained the canopic chest, its lid would have been
one of the pavement slabs.
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The Pyramid of Menkaure :

The Pyramid of Menkaure is the smallest of the three main Pyramids
of Giza, located on the Giza Plateau in the southwestern outskirts of
Cairo. It is thought to have been built to serve as the tomb of the Fourth
Dynasty Pharaoh Menkaure.

It lies a few hundred yards southwest of the Pyramid of Khafre and
the Great Pyramid of Khufu in the Giza necropolis. The Pyramid's date
of construction is unknown because Menkaure's reign has not ben
accurately defined, but it was probably completed in the 26th Century
BC.

The Menkaure's Pyramid's original height was 65.5 metres (215 feet)
and was the smallest of the three major Pyramids at the Giza Necroplis.
It now stands at 61m (204 ft) tall with a base of 108.5m Its angle of
incline is approximately 51"20225". It was constructed of limestone and
granite. The first sixteen courses of the extenrior were made of red
granite. The upper portion was cased in the normal manner with Tura
limestone. Part of the granite was left in he rough. Incomplete projects
such as this Pyramid help archeologists understand the methods used to
build Pyramids and temples. South of the Pyramid of Menkaure are three
satellite Pyramids that are each accompanied with a temple and have a
substrucure. The southernmost is the largest and a true Pyramid. Its
casing is partly of granite, like the main Pyramid, and is believed to have
been completed due to the limestone pyramidion found close by neither
of the other two progressed beyond the construction of the inner core.

The foundations and the inner core were made of limestoen. The
floors begun with granite and granite facings were added to some of the
walls. The foundations of the valley temple were made of stone. However
both temples were finished with crude bricks. The heaviest granite ashlars
imported from Aswan weighed more than 30 tons. It was not unusual for
a son or successor to complete a temple when a Pharaoh died. So it is
not unreasonable to assume that Shepseskaf finished the temples with
crude brick. There was an inscription in the mortuary temple that said he
'made it as his monument for his father, the King of upper and lower
Egypt'. During excavations of the temples Reisner found a number of
statues mostly of Menkaure alone and as member of a group.

In 1835 Richard Vyse first visited Egypt, discovered on 28 July 1837
in the upper antechamber the remains of a wooden anthropoid coffin
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inscribed with Menkaure's name and containing human bones. This is
now considered to be a substitute coffin from the Saite period. Radiocarbon
dating on the bones determined them to be less than 2.000 years old,
suggesting either an all-too-common bungled handling of remain from
another site, or access to the Pyramid during Roman times.

Deeper into the Pyramid, Vyse came upon a basalt sarcophagus,
described as beautiful and rich in detail with a bold projecting cornice,
which contained the bones of a young woman. Unfortunately, this
sarcophagus now lies at the bottom of the Mediterranean Sea, having
sunk on Otober 13,1838 with the ship Beatrice, as she made her way
between Malta and Cartegegna on the way to Great Britain, It was one
of only a handful of Old Kingdom sacrcophagi to survive into the modern
period.

The lid from the anthropoid coffin mentioned above was successfully
transported to England and may be seen today at the British Museum.
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Attempted demolition : The damage to the Pyramid
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Attempted demolition : The damage to the Pyramid :

Al-Malek-al-Aziz Osman ben Yusuf, Salahuddin's son and heir,
attempted to demolish the Pyramids, starting with Menkaure's Pyramid
at the end of the twenth century. The workmen whom Al-Aziz had
recruited to demolish the Pyramid stayed at their job for eight months.
but found it almost as expensive to destroy as to build. They could only
remove one or two stones each day. Some used wedges and levers to
move the stones, while others used ropes to pull them down. When a
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stone fell, it would bury itself in the sand, requiring exraordinary efforts
to free it. Wedges were used to split the stones into several pieces, and
a cart was used to carry it to the foot of the escarpment, where it was
left. Due to such conditions, they could only damage the Pyramid by
leaving a large vertical gash iin its north face.
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The Great Sphinx of Giza
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Giza Necropolis was abandoned once and the Sphinx was eventually
buried up to its shoulders in sand. The first documented attempt at an
excavation was in 1400 BC, when the young Thutmose [V-1401-1391BC
or 1397-1388 BC gathered a team and, after much effort, managed to
dig out the front paws, between which he placed a granite slab, known
as the Dream Stele, inscribed with the following excerpt.

The Royal son. Thothoms, being arrived.

While walking at midday and seating himself under the shadow of
this mighty God, was overcome by slumber and slept at the very moment
when Ra is at the summit of heaven.

He found that the Majesty of this august God spoke to him whith his
own mouth, as a father speaks to his son, saying.

Look upon me, contemplate me.

O my son Thothoms. I am thy father, Harmakhis-Khopri-Ra-Tum.

I bestow upon thee the sovereignty over my domain, the supremacy
over the living.

Behold my actual condition that thou mayest protect all my perfect
limbs.

The sand of the desert whereon I am laid has covered me.

Save me, causing all that is in my heart to be executed.
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The Sphinx, probably built out of a rock formation used to cut the
blocks for the Pyramid itself, may have been part of the complex.
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The Great Sphinx of Giza : Sphinx of Giza or just the Sphinx, is a
limestone statue of a reclining Sphinx, a mythical creature with the body
of a lion and the head of human facing directly from West to East, it
stands on the Giza Plateau on the west bank of the Nile in Giza. Tha face
of the Sphinx is generally believed to represent the Pharaoh Khafre with
difference of opinions also.

The original shape of the Sphinx cut from the bedrock, has been
restored with layers of blocks. it measured 73 metres (240ft) long from
paw to tail, 2021 m (66.31 ft) high from the base to the top of the head
and 19 metres (62ft) wide at its rear haunches. It is the oldest from BC
2558 t0 2532 BC, known monumental sculpture in Egypt and is commonly
believed to have been built by ancient Egyptians of the Old Kingdom
during the reign of the Pharaoh Khafre.

The Sphinx is a monolith carved into the bedrock of the plateau, which
also served as the quarry for the Pyramids and other monuments in the
area. The nummulitic limestone of the area consists of layers which offer
differing resistance to erosion mostly caused by wind and windblown
sand leading to the uneven degradation apparent in the Sphinx body.

The lowest part of the body, includiing the legs, is solid rock. The
body of the lion up to its neck is fashioned from softer layers that have
suffered considerable distintegration. The layer in which the head was
sculpted is much harder.

Though it is a basic fact about it is still subject to debate, such as
when it was built by whom and for what purpose the Great Sphinx is one
of the world's largest and oldest statues.

The Great Sphinx was built in approximately 2500 BC for the Pharaoh
Khafre the builder of the Second Pyramid at Giza.

A diorite statue of Khafre which was discoverd buried upside down
along with other debris in the Valley Temple, is claimed as support for the
Khafre theory.

Some early Egyptologists and excavators of the Giza pyramid complex
believed the Geat Sphinx and associated temples to predate the fourth
Dynasty rule of Khufu, Khafre, and Menkaure.

Gaston Maspero, the French Egyptologist and second director of the
Egyptian Museum in Cairo, conducted a survey of the Sphinx in 1886.
He concluded that because the Dream stela showd the cartouche of
Khafre in line thirteen, it was he who was responsible for the excavation
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and therefore the Sphinx must predate Khafre and his predecessors -
Possibly Dyasty IV. 2575 BC-2467 BC. English Egyptologist E. A. Wallis
Budge agreed that the Sphinx predated Khafre's reign, writing in the
Gods of the Egyptains-1914.

The marvelous object the great Sphinx was in existances in the days
of Khafre, or Khephren and it is probable that it is a very great deal older
than his reign and that it dates from the end of the archaic period 2686
BC- Maspero believed the Sphinx to be the most ancient monument in
Egypt.

Rainer Stadelmann, former director of the German Archeological
Institute in Cairo, examined the distinct iconography of the nemes
(headdress) and the now-detached beard of the Sphinx and concluded
the style is more indicative of the Pharaoh Khufu-2589 BC-2566 BC.
builder of the Great Pyramid of Giza and Khafre's father. He supports
this by suggesting Khafre's Causeway was built to conform to a pre-
existing structure, which, he concludes, given its location, could only have
been the Sphinx.

Colin Reader, an English geologist who independently conducted a
more recent survey of the enclosure, agrees the various quarries on the
site have been exacavated around the Causeway. Because these quarries
are known to have been used by Khufu, Reader concludes that the
causeway and the temples on either end theeof, must predate Khufu,
thereby casting doubt on the conventional Egyptian chronology.

Frand Domingo, a forensic scientist in the New York City Police
Department and an expert forensic anthropologist used detailed
measurements of the Sphinx, forensic drawings and computer imagine
to conclude the face as is depicted on the Sphinx is not the same face as
is depicted on a statue attributed to Khafre.

In 2004 Vassil Dobrev of the Institute Francais d'Archeologie Orientale
in Cairo announced that he had uncovered new evidence the Great Sphinx
may have been the work of the little-known Pharaoh Djedefre 2520 BC
Khafre's half brother and a son of Khufu. Dobrev suggests Djedfre built
the Sphinx in the image of his father Khufu, identifying him with the Sun
God Ra in order to restore respect for their Dynasty. Dobrev also notes,
like Stadelmann and others the causewy connecting Khafre's Pyramid
to the temples was built around the Sphinx suggesting it was already in
existence at the time.
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The Sphinx water erosion hypothesis contends that the main type of
weathering evident on the enclosure walls of the Great Sphinx could only
have been caused by prolonged and extensive rainfall and must therefore
predate the time of the Pharoh Khafre.

Colin Reader, a British geologist studied the erosion patterns and noticed
that they are found predominantly on the western enclosure wall and not
on the Sphinx itself.

Author Robert K. G Temple proposes that the Sphinx was originally a
statue of the Jackal-Dog Anubis, the God of the Necropolis, and that its
face was recarved in the likeness of a Middle Kingdom Pharaoh,
Amenehet II. Temple bases his identification on the style of the eye
make-up and style of the pleats on the headdress.
